History of Central School
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The Central School has a history of over
a century. It started operation at Gough
Street in 1862.

It was the first Govern-

and secondary education to the public.
Its opening marked a new phase in the
development of public education in
Hong Kong. In the early years, educa-
tion on Hong Kong Island was provided
in a few small schools run by local Chi-
nese with subsidy from Government.
Public education was provided by mis-
sionary schools which received practically
no financial support from Government.
The establishment of the Central School
heralded the Government’s intention to
reform education on a secular basis and

to establish its own school.

1862 - first started at Gough St.

1889 - moved to this Site; renamed as Victoria College
1894 - renamed as Queen’s College

1941-45 - seriously damaged during World War |1
1947 — reopened at Kennedy Road’s temporary campus
1950 — moved to present campus in Causeway Bay
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Prominent Graduates of Central School ﬁ
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Among the graduates of Central School, many emerged as commu-

nity leaders including those who held high positions in commer-
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cial firms and the administration of Mainland China. Exemplary
old boys of the Central School who became important figures in
the history of Mainland China and Hong Kong included the Hon
Ho Fook, Sir Ho Kai , Mr Ho Kom Tong, Sir Robert Ho Tung, the
Hon Lau Chu-pak and, last but not least, Dr Sun Yat-sen, who
gained admission to the Central School in 1884 at the age of 18
and left in 1886. Although the Central School was moved from
Gough Street to Hollywood Road after Dr Sun had left the School,
the association of Dr Sun and those exemplary social figures with

the School is a valuable memory for Hong Kong.
